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Message from our District
Councillor

By the time readers suffer my latest missive the Chancellor
will have revealed the scale of the challenge for local au-
thorities in terms of the reduction in support grant. Whilst
we don’t yet know the form of the changes, we have been
left in no doubt that they will require a reappraisal of the
way councils work. We are being held up as an example of
“how to do it” in terms of our shared officer structure with
SODC, albeit the costs incurred last year in the restructur-
ing (several hundred thousand pounds) have yet to pay for
themselves in savings reflected in year end accounts. Offic-
ers are preparing various options as to cost saving possibil-
ities, no doubt there will be more to report on this next
time.

My fellow Councillor Reg Waite (Harwell etc.) has been
tireless in his efforts to hold officers to account on the new
waste arrangements, and it seems as though we are slowly

getting there. Whilst the majority of the 50,000 houses in
the Vale have their new bins, some still don’t, which is
causing a bit of a problem 3 weeks after rollout. The big
problem seems to be that the helpline is rather over-
whelmed by the volume of “enquiries” (not complaints
obviously) and it can be difficult to get through, or make
progress once one has. May | suggest that anyone still
experiencing difficulty emails me and | will do my best to
take it up with the relevant people?

With regard to bin liners for the food bins, these are for
sale in our local major supermarkets, but for those who
prefer not to buy them, it is suggested that the caddies
could perhaps be lined with newspaper instead of a biode-
gradable sack, and then washed out weekly

On a more optimistic note, a recent report has noted that
Abingdon and Wantage have seen a significant recovery in
retail trading activity, measured by the reduction in vacant
shops. This is following a general trend of limited recovery
in the South East, albeit Faringdon (along with e.g. Lam-

bourn, Newbury) is still finding times to be tough.

The Seasonal Gardener

Well it’s certainly got a lot colder a lot quicker this year! I'm
in triple layers already and fighting the urge to have the
heating on all the time. But outside hopefully we’ll have
many more of these glorious sunny days that at least make
getting out in the garden much for pleasant.

With the cold setting in and that biting cold wind at least it’s
encouraging the leaves to come off the trees quickly. How-
ever, they can do a fair amount of damage if left on lawns or
the crowns of herbaceous plants that have already been
readied for winter. This year I’'m hoping to only do 1 or 2
rounds of the garden sweeping up the leaves. And it gives
me the perfect excuse to get my leaf blowing toy out to
play! I know, they’re not the most eco friendly bit of kit and
can make a consider-
able amount of
noise. However, in a
large garden they
can make very short
work of the billions

=4 of leaves. If you have

one, as with any
noisy bit of gardening kit, just use it with consideration.
There must be nothing more frustrating on a rare warm
weekend out in the garden, whether working or sitting, than
an hour’s worth of machine noise!! And if you would like a
good work out | can vouch for the warmth you can build up
with a rake. Once you’ve made your piles of leaves, what do
you do with them? You can fill up your brown bin or you

could make leave mould with them. Fill a compost bin or

several black bags, make sure air can get to them and park it
out of sight for a year. The leaves rot down and leave you
with the perfect garden mulch for free!

Now is also the time to be getting those tulip bulbs
in, either the ground or in your pots. Remember to
protect them against those pesky squirrels! And for
the veggie gardener,
any spare space on your
veggie plot can be sown
with green manure.. You
can get bags of seed
" from the garden cen-
tres. Not only does this
help prevent weeds
growing in the space,
but very easily enriches
your soil come spring, simply by turning it over and
digging it into the plot. | say easily, if you're on clay
soil this might be another work out! But that work
will help your soil structure and make the digging
easier for the future.

The winter pruning is upon us with a vengeance
too. But don’t just throw your clippings away. Re-
member, new plants can be very easily created
from the discards of old! When pruning your shrubs
try trimming down the bits .
you cut off and sticking
them in a pot of well drain
ing soil. Cut the sticks to a |
length about as long as [
your forearm, take off any |
side branches and cut the
bottom end at an angle.
Then cram a load in, about
a third deep, all around the
edge of a pot. Park the pot
out of sight and check on it
every month or so. Come [
spring you may be lucky &=
enough to see new growth ‘:
on those twigs giving you
some new plants for free!

I know someone who created a whole box hedge
this way. And if you’ve seen the price of small box
plants, let alone the large ones, you’ll realise this is
really worth a try.
